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[ Introduction

|| Background

The Victoria Road upgrade project, referred to as the Inner West Busway along Victoria Road (the ‘project’)
will provide bus lanes between Westbourne Street, Drummoyne and The Crescent, Rozelle. The project
corridor is about 3.5 kilometres in length and principally involves implementing a tidal flow scheme through
Drummoyne, reallocating road space in Rozelle and constructing an additional bridge over Iron Cove to
introduce dedicated bus lanes during peak travel periods.

The project was announced as part of the NSW Premiers Urban Transport Statement released in November
2006, which identified the need to improve the efficiency and reliability of bus services on Victoria Road
through Drummoyne and Rozelle.

The project is being delivered by s project team consisting of the RTA, Baulderstone, Hyder Consulting, and
Manidis Roberts in an alliance contract.

.2 Purpose and scope

The Minister's conditions of approval (MCoA) for the project include a condition for the preparation of a
compliance tracking program (CTP). The purpose of this CTP is to describe how the RTA proposes to
ensure the coordinated management and reporting of compliance with the requirements of the project
approval.

The CTP will provide a framework to track the compliance of the project during construction and operation.
The key objective of the CTP is:

e To ensure compliance with the MCoA for the project approval for both the construction and operation of
the project.

This objective will be achieved by:

« Providing a mechanism that ensures the periodic review of the compliance status of the project, including at
the commencement of construction and operation.

o Implementing a system for notification of the Director-General at key times relating to the construction and
operation of the project.

o Establishing a timetable and format for periodic reporting of compliance status during construction.
o Establishing a program for independent environmental auditing.
« Establishing procedures for recording incidents during construction, and actions taken in response.

o Implementing a system that ensures reporting of environmental incidents during construction to the
Director-General.

o Providing a mechanism for rectifying any non-compliance with the project approval.

This CTP is applicable to all activities during the construction and operational phases of the project and will
be incorporated into the project environmental management plans.
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1.3 Environmental management system overview

The CTP will support the environmental management documentation for the project (see Figure 1). The
overall environmental management system for the project is described in the project construction
environmental management plan (CEMP) prepared by the project team.

The compliance tracking program records how and where the MCoA and SoCs are addressed in the project
environmental management documentation. The CEMP will provide the detailed description of how
environmental measures will be implemented to meet the MCoA and SoCs, and how these will be
monitored, measured and reported on.

2.1 Minister's conditions of approval

The MCoA relevant to compliance tracking for the project is shown in Table |.

4.1 The Proponent shall develop and implement a Compliance Tracking Program to track
compliance with the requirements of this approval. A copy of the Program shall be
submitted to the Director-General prior to the commencement of construction. The
Program shall include:

a) provisions for periodic review of the compliance status of the project against
the requirements of this approval, including at the commencement of
construction and operation of the project, and at least at six monthly intervals;

b) provisions for the notification of the Director-General prior to the
commencement of construction and prior to the commencement of operation
of the project;

2.2 Compliance status periodic review

In response to condition 4.1a) the Alliance will review the compliance status of the project approval at the
commencement of construction, every six months during the construction phase, and at the commencement
of operation of the project. This will involve an evaluation of compliance against:

o The Minister's conditions of approval for the project.

Roads and Traffic Authority NSW
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e The revised statements of commitments (SoC) contained in the Victoria Road upgrade submissions report
as referenced in condition |.1 of the project approval.

o Any other licences, permits or approvals required to be obtained to undertake construction of the project.

In accordance with condition 3.1, an operational performance audit will be prepared after the first 12 months
of operation and again at five years or as otherwise agreed or required by the Director-General. These audits
will include an assessment of the compliance with the requirements of this approval, and other licences and
approvals that apply to the project. The audits will be conducted by an appropriately qualified independent
auditor and submitted to the Director-General.

Appendix A (Minister's conditions of approval) and Appendix B (Statement of Commitments) establish the
format for recording compliance and include the following:

« ¢ Description of the environmental obligation.

e * Timing.

e * Responsibility.

o * Compliance status (with reference to evidence as appropriate).

Responsibility has been assigned on the basis of primary reporting. As proponent, the RTA will monitor
compliance status of the project and provide a compliance report.

2.3 Notification of the Director-General

In response to condition 4.1b) the RTA will:

o Notify (in writing) the Director-General of its intention to begin construction prior to the commencement
of construction.

o Notify (in writing) the Director-General of its intention to begin full operation of the project.

24 Reporting compliance to the Director-General

In response to condition 4.1¢) the RTA will supply the Director-General with a report demonstrating the
compliance status of the project approval during the construction phase. The compliance report will be
provided following each periodic review as set out in section 2.2 above.

2.5 Independent environmental auditing

In response to condition 4.1d) independent audits will be undertaken at six monthly intervals in accordance
with ISO 1901 1:2003 - Guidelines for Quality and/or Environmental Management Systems Auditing. The
audits will assess compliance against the MCoA, the SoCs and any other licences, permits and approvals. The
independent audit will be undertaken prior to the six monthly compliance status review.

2.6 Incident recording and response

In response to condition 4.1e) the Alliance will establish an Emergency Response Plan that includes
procedures for recording incidents during construction and actions taken. The plan is references in the CEMP
and will be used to identify incidents when they occur. The details of the incident including a description of
events, individuals involved, timing and root cause of the incident will be recorded. Additionally, the response
will be managed using the plan which escalates response relative to the size and severity of the incident. The
response to the incident will then be recorded including any interaction with external agencies.

2./ Reporting incidents to the Director-General

In response to condition 4.11) the RTA will review all incidents recorded by the Alliance on a monthly basis.

Incidents that constitute a breach of the MCoA or a breach of legislation will be reported to the Director-
General within ten days of the incident occurring. Incidents of a minor nature will be summarised and
reported to the Director-General through the periodic compliance report.

2.8 Rectification of non-compliance

In response to condition 4.1g) the Quality Plan (BTBA-QA-PLN-01-a) describes the process for managing
non-conforming work practises and initiating corrective / preventative actions or system improvements. A
non-conformance is failure to conform to the requirements of project system documentation including this
CEMP or supporting documentation. The Quality Plan describes the process for identifying and recording
non-conformances and tracking corrective action to the point where the issue is closed out. Actions taken to
address environmental non-conformances are recorded in an environmental action register (BTBA-EN-REG-
003).

Non-compliance is the failure to comply with the requirements of the project approval or any applicable
license, permit or legal requirements. These will also be managed in accordance with the Quality Plan. The
Alliance will manage non-compliances identified during audits, periodic monitoring and compliance reviews as
follows:

o Non-compliances will be identified and recorded in the environmental action register.
o Corrective actions will be identified and implemented.

o Preventative actions against further occurrences will be identified and implemented.

e The register will be updated to close out the issue.

o The project’s Environmental Representative will periodically review the register to ensure non-
conformances are being addressed and actions completed on time.
