Notice of proposal to construct a bridge across
navigable waters
(Section 79 Roads Act 1993)

The Roads and Traffic Authority of NSW (RTA) has applied to the Minister for
Planning for approval, under the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act
1979, of the Victoria Road Upgrade proposal which includes the duplication of
the Iron Cove Bridge. Separate to the planning approval process, the Roads Act
1993 also contains provisions which, in some cases, are relevant to the
construction of a bridge across navigable waters.

In accordance with section 79 of the Roads Act 1993, the RTA, as the roads
authority which proposes to construct a bridge crossing lron Cove, gives notice
that during the period from Saturday, 21 February 2009 to Saturday, 28 March
2009.

1. A plan of the proposed construction of the bridge will be available for
inspection by members of the public at: NSW Maritime office, James Craig
Road, Rozelle NSW 2039, between the hours of 8.30am - 4.30pm, Monday to
Friday.

2. Any person is entitled to make submissions to the RTA with respect to the
proposed construction of the bridge across navigable waters. In particular,
any person may make a submission objecting to the proposal on the ground
that the person would suffer special damage arising from the restriction of
public rights of navigation of the waters concerned; and

3. Any submission must be made by Saturday, 28 March 2009 in writing and
